HISTORIC HOMES OF IPSWICH 
Ipswich has more First Period houses (Colonial, 1625–1725)(Colonial, 1625–1725) that are 
owner-occupied than any other community in the United State. Also, along 
High Street, there is a sampling of Second Period (Georgian, 1725–1790)(Georgian, 1725–1790), 
Third Period (Federal, 1790–1830)(Federal, 1790–1830) and (Victorian, 1830–1900)(Victorian, 1830–1900) homes 
that Ipswich actively protects. Audio tape or booklet walking-tours  
are available at the Ipswich Visitor Center on South Main Street.
